WHO: Soroptimist means “best for women”; we are a volunteer group of women at their 

best helping other women be their best. Soroptimist International of Laguna Beach 
(SILB) was chartered in 1948, with this year marking 65 years of service to our 
community.  
 
Our mission is improving the lives of women and girls, enabling them to take 
control of their lives and live their dreams. With 95,000 members working through 
local clubs around the world, our collective impact makes Soroptimist International 
a powerful voice for women and girls everywhere. 

 
WHY: In a society where media is the most persuasive force shaping cultural norms, the 

collective message that our young women and men overwhelmingly receive is that 
a woman’s value and power lie in her youth, beauty, and sexuality, and not in her 
capacity to think and lead.  

 
The SILB Healthy Girl Festival is a chance to explore alternative messages and to 
help our girls recognize and explore the many resources around them to stay 
healthy in mind, body and spirit. 

 
WHAT: First Annual Healthy Girls Festival

• Together mothers and daughters will watch the powerful movie Miss 
Representation and gain an understanding of how mainstream media contribute to 
the under-representation of women in positions of power and influence in 
America. 

• Girls can discuss and learn how to challenge the media’s limited and often 
disparaging portrayals of women and girls, which make it difficult for women to 
achieve leadership positions and for the average woman to feel powerful herself. 



• The outdoor stage will be booked with a variety of interactive activities, including 
the girls band Yours Truly, dance performances, interactive Zumba, healthy 
cooking demonstrations and much more. 

• Many local organizations and businesses will display their products and services 
in the Expo area of the festival grounds. All Exhibitors must be engaged in some 
aspect of helping girls make healthy choices for their mind, body or spirit.
